Central State, a documentary, produced and directed by independent filmmaker Dan T. Hall takes an exclusive tour through the grounds and buildings of the abandoned Central State Mental Institution. With a team of experts in the fields of psychology, the paranormal, and folklore history, Hall uncovers the mysteries left behind and forgotten when the facility closed its doors in 1994. Interviews with former staff and “Patient X” give the viewers an intimate account of the experiences in the asylum.

 

With unlimited access to this historic property over a three-year period, Hall’s cameras have documented several strange and un-natural phenomena including what may be actual evidence of the rumored haunting of the institution. Hall and his team explore the structures still standing and go underground with infrared camera technology to document the miles of tunnels that run under the belly of the complex.  

 

“My rules in editing the film were simple,” said Hall. “I could manipulate the speed or zoom in for closer examination but nothing could be added to the original footage, so what you see and hear is digitally Un-altered, direct from the grounds of Central State. The resulting program may be visually disturbing to some viewers.”
